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month, in this part of the country, Cholera and the feay
the then most feared of all diseases, reigned supreme,
Thomas Crowley died just after moving to the renteq
farm. now known as the Robert Gooding farm. The folks
did not risk their lives or that of their neighbors, not g
ready exposed to the scourge, and without daring to go any-
where to buy a coffin, three women buried Thomas near the
barn without any sort of a casket whatsoever. His widow
married a man by the name of Everett. It is likely that the
first Thomas Crowley (brother of Big Sam), also died of
cholera during the epidemic of 1852.

Thomas Crowley (son of Big Sam) had only one child,
Samuel Wm. Crowley.
